  The US Catholic bishops offer the following 
guidelines for Lenten fasting and abstinence. 
FAST==> Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. All 
who are 18 and older but have not yet celebrated 
their 59th birthday should fast. On a ñfastò day a 
person may eat only one full meal. Two other 
meals sufficient to maintain oneôs strength can be 
eaten, but together they should not equal another 
full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted. 
ABSTINENCE==> Ash Wednesday, Good 
Friday, and all Fridays during Lent. Everyone 
who is 14 and older should observe days of 
abstinence by not eating meat.  
  All Catholic should receive Holy Commun-
ion at least once during the Easter Season.

SEEING CHRIST CLEARLY 
     We start today looking through the portals of 
Jerusalem, seeing crowds of people, cheering 
and waving palm branches in the air. The whole 
atmosphere is one of joy, triumph, and celebration.

It is important that we see Christ 
clearly before we hear the account of his pas-
sion, for weðhis Body through baptism, the 
churchðnow bear his face. We must, with him, 
enter into this time of trial so we can, also with 
him, enter into his final triumph.
